A cam mechanism is made up of
three components: a cam, slider
and follower. The mechanism
causes components to move.
Cams can be made out of metal,
plastic or wood.

There are different types of
cams which create different
movements: round, egg shaped,
ellipse, eccentric, hexagon, snail

The eccentric cam rotates as it
fixed to the axle which is turned
by the handle.

There are a variety of products
which incorporate a pulley and a
drive belt and are driven by a
